If we praise one child, the other children
around may feel accused.

We should never praise the personality
nor the character of children. They would
not be pleased.

2. Appreciate children
Children exercise their ingenuity in many
ways. We should appreciate each of their
attempts as a concrete fact.
Our feedback should be specific. Specific
appreciation enhances children’s
cognition.
For example, “oh, you have changed the
colors here,” or “you made this object
larger, right?”

3. Never ask “WHY”. Instead, let’s ask
“WHAT IS THIS?”
The “WHY” questions tend to give a
negative and accusing impression, and it is
also too abstract for children to respond.
Instead, let’s ask them “what is this?” or “is
this ***?” while pointing to the particular
parts on their drawing. Children’s creativity
and ingenuity for expression often exist in
those parts and details.

4. Let’s express our own feeling when
appreciating children
Once we appreciate children’s art works,
how we feel about them is real praise. Let’s
convey your feelings to them:
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For example, “I want to have your works”;
“How beautiful! | would like to hang it on

the wall”, or “Keep drawing” etc.

. Let’s praise the entire activity, while

appreciating parts and details

It is effective to praise the entire activity of
children, for example, facts that that they
created a variety of works or that they
enjoyed creative activities.

6. Let’s suggest multiple ideas

When children act voluntarily, suggesting
diverse ideas provides them more options.
We should observe and understand exactly
what they do, and frankly talk to them.

. Let’s feel three stages

Children go through the following three
stages during their activities. We should
always pay attention to where they are.

1) They learn how things work, encounter
new information, use tools, and come up
with simple ideas.

2) They connect one idea with another,
combine different shapes and colors, and

design and construct images.

3) They develop and expand new ideas.
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
